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T he Holy Mother visited South Indiain 1911. At Rameshwaram during the worship of Lord Shiva,
she whispered; "Oh, He is still in the same way as | had kept Him" indicating that it was she who

worshipped Him as Sita in Treta Yuga.
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I n later years, even though she was respected and worshipped as the Divine Mother and Guru,
she would do even the most menial work apart from cooking for all her disciple-children. Her

advice was: "It is through work alone that one may break asunder the bonds of Karma; only then
one becomesfreefromdesires. One should notbe without work even for asingle moment."
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H oly Mother's teachings are very simple and direct. She would say, "Always do your duty to
others, but love you must give to God alone. Worldly love always brings in its wake untold
misery." "One who makes a habit of prayer will easily overcome all difficulties and remain calm

and unruffled inthe midst of the trials of life."
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H oly Mother said. "Desire alone is at the root of all suffering and is an obstacle in the way of
liberation. Itis the cause of repeated births and deaths. Your sole desire should be for realizing
God."
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
